100 Book Project Options 

Due Date: Friday, October 21st 


Cereal Box Book Report: 
1) You will need an empty cereal box, colored pencils, markers, scissors, glue/tape, construction paper, and pictures from magazines/newspaper, if desired. 
2) Front of box: invent your own cereal! Design a cover, draw a picture of your cereal, and include the name of the cereal. (The name should relate to your book, but don’t use the exact title of the novel.) 
3) Right panel: list the ingredients by including main characters and setting. Write a description of each element. Character descriptions should include personality traits, not just physical attributes. 
4) Left panel: summarize the novel. Describe a few important elements of the plot, including the climax (problem) and resolution (how the problem is solved). 
5) Back of box: design a game based on the story, such as a word search, word scramble, maze, crossword puzzle, etc. Your game should include information from the novel. 
6) Top panel: your name, title of novel, author, and number of stars you would give the book if you were a critic (maximum number is five). It should also have text-to-text, text-to-self, and text-to-world connections 
7) Prize: create a prize that relates to the novel. Ex: something that the main character uses during the novel. It should be placed inside the box. 
Dear Author: 

Your assignment will be to write a letter to the author about the book you have just finished. The letter will be three developed paragraphs, and will include a brief introduction and conclusion. The first paragraph will be a response to the book, including your opinion on the novel, and at least one personal connection (text-to-self, text-to-world, text-to-text). The second paragraph will explain a conclusion you drew about the book, using AT LEAST two textual references. The third paragraph will be for questions you have for the writer. These questions can be clarifying questions (“I was confused when…”), or they can be inquiries about why the author chose to write the story the way he/she did (i.e. “Why did you decide to have the third little pig be the most clever? I thought it would have been better if…” OR “Did you choose to write this book because…”). This assignment should be written in formal letter format, typed, and with the proper publisher address for the author. 

I Am Poem: 

Your assignment will be to imagine yourself as one of the characters in the novel, and create an “I Am” poem based on that individual. You will be expected to create this poem according to the template given, and write a page reflection (3 paragraphs) explaining why you chose the words used in your poem. This reflection should show deep thought about who the character is as an individual, and should use AT LEAST one piece of textual evidence per paragraph. You may illustrate the poem and display it as you wish. 
Movie Poster: 
· You will need to REALLY study movie posters to see what all is included in the overall work and pay attention to where these text elements are located.  Your goal is to create a completely believable, but fictitious movie poster. You may use image sources from the internet to include into your movie poster that would otherwise be impossible to duplicate (for example, airplanes, forests, wild animals, etc.)  HOWEVER, ALL IMAGES OF PEOPLE MUST BE CREATED BY YOU. You may not incorporate images of famous people, stock images, or clip art. You will need to include: 

· Movie title 

· Names of main actors/actresses (a maximum of four) 

· Screenplay (author)

· Director

· Release Date

· Rating of the movie 

· Quotes from made-up critic reviews that connect to the story 

· At least two textual references must be either illustrated or quoted 

· A hook or tag-line advertising 
A 3 paragraph reflection will explain why you included the elements on your poster. 
Comic Book: 

Translate chapters into storyboards or comic strips; draw the most important scenes in chronological order. Pictures should be at least ¼ of a page large, and there should be a minimum of 10 pictures. The final picture should summarize and illustrate the book’s theme, and at least 3 of the pictures should be connected to a quote from the text. You will write a one page reflection (3 paragraphs) summary of your comic strip, explaining why the scenes you chose were important to the plot of the novel.
